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I.
GENERAL

The attorney representing the dependent child needs to know the child's whereabouts and other significant events so that the attorney may properly represent the child. This Bulletin was developed in conjunction with the Juvenile Law Section of the Private Bar and. approved by the Juvenile Court Judge.

II.
PROCEDURE

The Social Worker is responsible for advising the child's attorney in the following situations:

 A.
Placement

1.
General Policy

The Social Worker needs to notify. the attorney of all placement changes. This notice should be given before he actual move, however,. there may be emergency situations4hich prevent prior notice. Notice should then be given within-24 hours of the move. When placement was an issue,' the Social Worker needs o notify the  attorney in advance of the placement change:

2.
No Ex Parte Orders Without Notice To Attorney

When requesting an ex parte order to move the child, the social worker must give the attorney at least 24 hour prior notice of ex parte orders. This may be accomplished by a brief memo or by telephone. Document on the S-3 how the notice was given and when.

3.
When Prior Notice of Move is Always Required

In all cases involving the following, the Social Worker must notify the attorney before the placement change:

a.
The placement was, a highly contested matter;

b.
Placement change is from less restrictive to more restrictive setting;

c.
There is a court order which prohibits any move;

d.
Plan to move child out of county.

B:
Significant Changes or Events

The Social Worker needs to report to the attorney other significant changes or events which may include:

l:-
Death of the parent(s) or current caretaker;

2.
Hospitalizations, including psychiatric hospitalizations;

3.
Child enters or terminates therapy, if a court order mandates therapy;

4.
School suspensions, expulsions;

5.
Allegations of child abuse by the foster parent, group home. or current caretaker.

C.
Essential Basic Information

The Social Worker will inform the attorney of the following basic information, if known and if the 'attorney requests the information: 

1. Child's school, name, address, telephone;

2.
Child's medical coverage or private doctor, including therapist; 

3.
Significant people in the child's life who are not mentioned in the court report.

4.
Other information which an attorney may, request in addition to the above.
